1) Call To Order 7:00

a) Welcome by Chair

2) First Business

a) Sheriffs Report – Corbett Ford.

a. Granite West February 2006 report has 58 calls for Service (down from 67 calls in January), resulting in 39 cases (down from 46 cases in January).

b. The Sheriff’s office reported four Property Cases in February 2006 (One burglary and three larcenies).

c. Two family offenses accounted for the Persons cases reported.

d. There were 25 Cases classified as ‘Other’ for February 2006 (2 burglar alarms, 8 public order, 12 public peace, 10 traffic, and 1 warrant-escape).

e. Night out against crime is scheduled for August 2006.

f. Safety Fair is scheduled for September.

g. To minimize the chance of mail theft, secure co-located mailboxes units (6-8 units) are available free from the U.S. Postal Service.

h. A reminder that there is a link to the S.L. County Sheriff’s statistics on the GCC homepage.
b) County Mayor’s Office – Ann Ober

a. Members of the GCC filled out their 2006 ACCT Ethical Conduct Forms. The forms are an annual declaration that volunteer members shall avoid conflicts of interest, treat GCC information responsibly, and commit members from taking partisan political positions.

b. Salt Lake County Boards and Commissions provided a S.L. County Handbook for Members to each member in attendance.

c) County Business

a. A proposal was discussed to request SLCo Council designate Granite community as a Township.  Granite is currently a “Census-Designated Place”, with just over 2000 people (2018 as of 2000). The proposal would secure the contiguous community borders until 2010 if passed. Granite is generally considered a ‘revenue-negative’ area due to the residential nature and due to the general absence of businesses or industry. A link to the Census Bureau’s survey is available on the website. Nancy Winter formally proposed submitting the request, and Spence Mortensen seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

b. SLCo. Planning Commission for Townships has applications available many Boards. Examples include: UTA, Weed Control, Mosquito Abatement, etc. etc. Contact SLCo. for applications for the 5-year terms. 

c. Review and comment upon SLCo proposed ordinance 5.101 regarding regulating alarm systems businesses.  The ordinance reportedly codifies a largely unregulated business category within the county. It would among other things provide 10 business days for appeals, such as tickets for excessive false alarms.

d. “Traffic calming” measures on critical roads in Granite were discussed, such as speed bumps, additional signs, digital speed readout signs, etc. Speed bumps are effective, but have several down sides. They do not get along well with snow plows, horses are wary of them during the annual parade, they are a neighborhood noise nuisance (repetitive ‘clump-clump’), and can cause loose hubcaps to careen down the road until stopped by an unfortunate pedestrian, animal, object, etc. Speed readout signs have been effective on a number of residential streets such as the ones connecting north Dimple Dell Road and Wasatch Blvd and in Cottonwood Heights City near the Recreation Center. A good candidate for these traffic-calming measures would be 3100 East near Granite Elementary School. It would take efforts of a concerned local citizen group to justify installing the appropriate calming measure.
