1) Call To Order  (7:05)

a) Welcome by Chair

b) Pledge of Allegiance

2) First Business (7:10)

a) Sheriffs Report – Corbett Ford

a. Granite West Comparison Statistics for May 2006 were distributed.

b. Granite West 2006 May report had 58 calls for Service (down from 70 calls in April), resulting in 41 cases (down from 51 cases in April).

c. The Sheriff’s office reported 14 Property Cases in May 2006, up from 10 in April [1 Burglaries (down from 3 in April), 5 damaged property (up from zero in April), 5 Larcenies (down from 6 in April), one canyon conservation watershed issue (dog in river, fishing, swimming not allowed, etc.: likely across from La Caille – No change from April), and two stolen cars (up from zero in April)].


d. Two Persons cases were reported in May, down from four in April [Two assaults (no change) and 0 family offenses (down from 2 in April)].

e. There were 25 cases classified as ‘Other’ for May 2006, down from 37 in April [3 burglary alarms (up from zero in April), 11 public order (down from 18 in April), 7 public peace (down from 9 in April), 1 robbery alarm (zero in April), 2 traffic (up from10 in April) and 1 Warrant – Escape (none in April).

f. Corbett indicated that they are currently working on an important case in our area, but could not provide details at this time.

g. Todd requested S.L. County Sheriff’s statistics for Granite East in the future, as they are also represented by GCC.

h. A reminder that there is a link to the S.L. County Sheriff’s statistics on the GCC homepage.

b) County Mayor’ Office – Ann Ober  (7:25)

No representative present.

3) County Business (7:25)

a) Application 23014: Kirk Gilger – 2833 E. Little Cottonwood Rd. (Isabella Estates PUD)

In preparing to review the application, Tod cautioned that for a ‘Conditional Use’ permit should only be denied for substantial reasons. Mr. Gilger indicated that the plan is currently having minor revisions. It is zoned for 1/3-acre lots, which makes 8-9 lots a reasonable number.  For a PUD designation, the county requires them to fence the perimeter and provide a 15-foot landscape border. This would most likely force Kirk to the proposed 8 lots (~2100 ft2). The Chair then opened up the meeting to public comment on the application. A concerned neighbor asked if RV parking was being proposed. Kirk responded that it had originally included as a possibility, but had since been withdrawn. Overflow parking was mentioned as a goal. At Tod stated that without a current plot plan, the GCC could not put it to a vote.  Specifically, they have three options when they have received a firm plot plan: 1) denial; 2) approval as proposed; 3) approval with recommendations. Kirk indicated that his proposed development is an 8 lot PUD without RV parking.  He stated that the application was originally presented in June, and that he flew in from his vacation specifically to attend this meeting, and that delays were impacting his project. When asked, he stated that the revised package would be available on July 11th to the SLCo Planning Commission for review. The neighbors had not received public notice of the review of this development. Tod indicated that SLCo had been having problems getting notice out, but that it was scheduled for 11:00 AM Tuesday at the County Complex. The Chair stated the predicament GCC was now in. What if the plan and promises presented tonight are not the same as presented to the SLCo Planning Commission? Water access (Despain Ditch Water Company) was also mentioned as an issue for a fenced-in PUD. Although recognized as a side issue, having the water company record an easement and work out access with Kirk were workable solutions. Kirk did clarify that the two fencing options that they were looking at were a vinyl or a pre-cast (similar to Arrington Estates) fence.  It was stated that requiring a tall wall around the development would be difficult on the north side, which already has a significant retaining wall, and would create essentially a 3-side ‘canyon’.  Potential road noise as a product of the concrete walls was a concern. A wrought iron fence was mentioned as a possibility. A public concern about dumping on Mike Brown’s adjacent property was expressed. Kirk indicated his desire to purchase and incorporate Mr. Brown’s property, but was unsuccessful.  Susan moved that if what Kirk Gilger presented tonight is in agreement with what will be presented to the SLCo Planning Commission, the GCC support it. Nancy seconded the motion, and it passed unanimously.

b) Application 23026: Kirk Gilger – Rezone 2558 E. 9850 South

This application concerns a ‘unique’ 4¼-acre parcel property currently zoned R143 (1-acre lots) proposed to be rezoned to 6-8 R121 (½-acre lots). Currently, the only practical access is across a gully from an existing dead end road going south off 9800 S. at about 25th east. Neighbors want a bridge rather than earth-fill and an adequate culvert pipe. This property backs onto Sandy City, and a R110 subdivision. Traffic would increase comparable to a Cul-de-sac. Kirk mentioned that there were fox dens in the area that the Division of Wildlife was ironically trying to get rid of. The Chair opened up the discussion for public comment. One neighbor commented that the issue was indeed access and not the rezoning.  Merrill commented the bridge was the better approach and would look good. Nancy moved to approve the rezoning based on the plans and discussion presented. The big issue was to resolve access so that a formal plot plan could be generated. Susan seconded the motion, and it passed unanimously.

c) Application 22872: Brian Brady “Coeur Ame” PUD at 3601 E Little Cottonwood Rd.

Brian Brady did not show up for the GCC meeting. The proposal drawings were dropped off for review to Susan, who commented that they artist’s renditions look beautiful, but size is an issue. The original proposal presented and conditionally approved by the previous developer to the GCC were 22 lots zoned R115-CZ. The 2-3 bedroom units with an upstairs office loft were to be 3,500-4,000 ft2 town homes developed as a PUD. The revised plan indicates 3.8 dwellings units per acre of 6,000 -7,000 ft2 living space. The Chair read from the Feb 14th Staff Report regarding the proposed development. The single-story from original grade buildings was to have the first floor no more than three feet above the original grade. The 2nd story shall be limited to office space within the original pitched roof.  Walk out basements are allowed if existing topography support it. Salt Lake County was concerned about lack of visitor parking; so 10 additional parking stalls were added. Concern was expressed by the GCC that the significant living space increase on small lots was more in line with rental ski dorms than a quiet, exclusive retirement PUD. Susan volunteered to call Robert Grow to obtain latest details. Tod noted the latest application had an apparent discrepancy with respect to the current zoning (listed on recent application as R110-CZ vs. R115-CZ on staff report). Tod volunteered to clarify it with Spencer Sanders. He also noted that the package was provided as a courtesy to GCC and therefore no action was needed.

d) Township Request Status: S.L. County Council July 11th
A “decision” meeting regarding GCC Township request is scheduled for July 11th at 4 PM in the County Council Chambers. Alan asked what is different between this decision and the decision following any efforts for Township status resulting from Ann Ober’s survey before the ‘Sunset’ deadline. Tod responded that it was a whole different thing. If SLCo Council votes to grant our GCC request for Township, then we are afforded boundary protection of a Township. We may also be granted our own planning commission, although that may not be required as we currently have a representative on the commission. Alan asked if the current seat was guaranteed in the future for GCC to have representation. Tod replied that it all depends on the ordinance drafted that will spell out the details.

4) Council Business (8:25)

1. The Secretary’s minutes from the June 7th, 2006 GCC Meeting were posted for review.  Tod requested minor corrections to the proposed GCC District locations for Sandy’s 5-million gallon water tank.  The corrections were made and minutes re-posted.
