a) Sheriffs Report – Corbett Ford

1. No minutes from the October 4th, 2006 GCC Meeting are yet available.

2. Due to Tod’s resignation, no Treasurer’s Report was available: 

3. November elections are Tuesday. Thanks to the GCC members extra efforts, we now have candidates for all districts except District Four (Granite North). We have received SLCo’s suggested ballot format. J. Michael Hansen was has agreed to run for the four-year seat left vacant by Tod Young. Spencer feels his professional background makes him a good candidate to Chair GCC. In an effort to increase our depth and provide public input, we will again include spots for write-in candidates.  This was used last election with some success. This election we have two known polling locations to cover: Albion Middle School & Granite Elementary School.  Alan will cover Albion and Susan/Tod/(??) will share coverage of Granite.  The GCC Secretary will pick-up voting district maps, poll books, and ballot boxes from SLCo Recorder’s Office Friday, and deliver to Susan along with ballots for Election Day. Current District boundaries do not align with official SLCo voting precincts, which cause considerable confusion during voting.

a. Planning & Zoning:

Concern was raised about a proposal 3-4 months ago about a Ron Smith development involving Mike and Holly Westbrook (owners) They had proposed modifying a 1.5-acre building site by dividing it into qty. 2 lots of 0.75 acre. Property borders Sandy City with abandoned home on a hill, across the street from the reindeer. They plan to bury irrigation system, requiring tearing out most of the foliage.  Sandy City took over a water company (Bell Canyon Water) essentially ‘stole’ property for $210,000 now worth $7-10 million. The property is zoned for 1 acre. The property has Francis Frost and (?) Morris as neighbors. There is a dogleg around property. Address is 10521 S. Dimple Dell Road. Salt Lake County has reportedly rejected proposal. Boyd Summerhays reports that they may re-apply to Sandy City.  Another concern is speeding down Dimple Dell with new planned developments in that area: (86 homes up gully & 186 homes on hillside). Ticketing jurisdiction is an issue with Sandy City Police – they told him that the proximity of the boundary made city ticket revenues questionable. It was suggested that Boyd contact the County Sheriff’s Office for use of one of their portable visual speed monitors to help control speed. Boyd asked if he could just buy one – it would be useful in the foreseeable future.
