
Granite Community Council
November 5, 2008
A meeting of the Granite Community Council was conducted in the boardroom of the Metropolitan Water District of Salt Lake & Sandy, 3430 East Danish Road, Sandy, Utah 84093-2139.
Granite Community Council members present: Michael Hansen, Merrill Stillman, Rob Alston, Nancy Winter and Marty Vandersteen.

Salt Lake County attendees: Rita Lund, Salt Lake County Community Council Representative, and Megan Hillyard, of the Salt Lake County Mayor’s Office.
The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman Hansen
1. The minutes of the council’s last October 1, 2008 meeting were presented and unanimously approved.

2. There was no report from the Sheriff’s Office.  The council members discussed the need for dealing with traffic in the community on the days Little Cottonwood Canyon was closed.
3. Megan Hillyard reported on and the members discussed the current efforts of the council to obtain township status for the Granite community.  The current effort is to attempt to obtain a favorable opinion on the township application from the County Attorney’s office.
4. Rita Lund reported that the Utah Department of Environmental Quality was seeking a resolution from the Council supporting the Department’s application for federal funding for the evaluation of “brownfield” sites in Salt Lake County.  Following discussion the following resolution was unanimously approved:

RESOLVED, that Granite Community Council supports the efforts of the Utah Department of Environmental Quality’s efforts to obtain federal funding for the evaluation of “brownfield” sites in Salt Lake County.


Ms. Lund next reported on the status of the County’s budget process and the ACCT legislative dinner to be held on November 20.  Ms. Lund next reported on the opposition to the amendment to township statute to repeal the sunset provision, which the members then discussed.  Lastly, Ms Lund reported on the possibility of obtaining assistance from the Utah State University for community council’s looking to survey their residents.
5. Deputy Brody of the Utah County Sheriff’s office joined the meeting and reported on activity in the community in the last month.  Deputy Brody and the board then discussed placement of a new speed limit sign on 3100 East.
