a) Sheriffs Report – Clint Johnson – 453-2049
Sheriff’s computer was down; no statistic map available for Granite West District Case Reports.  No representative was attending.
b) Salt Lake County application for Zoning D3 – Arrington

The Burton  & Karen Arrington reside at 9770 South 3100 East by Granite Elementary School in District 3, across the street to the west from the Old Church.  They are an older couple looking to sell their 2.09 acres of property. The land is located in the county, but is bordered on three sides by Sandy City. It is bordered on the west & north by Jordan School District Property (Granite Elementary School access roads), and on the east & south by community roads. The various animals living on the property are a visual reminder of Granite’s rural roots.  Randy Moore (Granite resident) represented the Burton’s application a zoning change from R115 to R110. Randy indicated that subdividing the land into 6 lots was the minimum economically viable number.  He stated that adjacent land in the neighborhood had been zoned R110 and developed, pointing out the lots on a Granite map of the area to back up his claims.  He approached Sandy for water, but it was indicated that annexation may be a prerequisite.  When asked by a council member if the developer couldn’t make a development of 5 rather than 6 lots work economically, Randy indicated no.  It was pointed out that the main reasons that the existence of the GCC is to maintain minimum development standards (ex: R115 minimum zoning) and resist annexation efforts from larger taxing  & regulating entities (ex: Sandy City).  It was pointed out that this could be affected by the Cottonwood Township/City vote this Spring.  After discussion, it was moved and seconded to deny the re-zoning application.  The GCC motion carried with 5 in favor, 1 opposing, and 2 abstaining.
