2) New Business
     Sheriffs report for February. An LDS church was broken into last week and some checks were stolen. They believe they know who is responsible for it. On a brighter note, Gloria said that we “are the cleanest area” in terms of crime.

3) County Business
     Eric Rasmussen joined us from the Salt Lake Sheriff Wasatch Citizen Advisory Board, to explain what they do and let us know they would like someone from our area involved. The Citizen Advisory Board is composed of volunteers acting as liaisons between the citizens and the sheriffs office. They meet with the community councils, do phone surveys to find out how the “service” was when they called the police, ride along with the deputies to give the sheriffs office input on how situations were handled, and do promotions at different events. They meet the 2nd Wednesday of each month.

     Eric along with Gloria spoke about the Citizens Academy. This is a 10 week training once a week for about two hours. The Academy is similar to a police academy when citizens are able to learn the different things that the sheriffs department is involved in.

4) Council Business
     There are concerns about short term renting that is going on in the area. As the counsel understands it is up to the county to change the way the laws are written if it is to change.
       April 12, 9:00 a.m. there is a planning meeting to discuss the John Clayton project.

        Stan Guy from USU joined us to explain what they can offer us if we want to do a survey before updating the community Master Plan. He suggested two ways of conducting the survey either by having them distributed and collected on a specific day or mailing them. It will cost $2.00 per survey plus postage if mailed. With the information that he had he suggested that 300 would be enough to get the information we would need. 

        Bob suggested that the council update the Master Plan without doing a survey, as we were voted to be leaders of the community we should be making decisions to lead and not follow.  It was proposed that we review the Master Plan and identify the areas that need to be changed, either deleted or updated, we will then make the necessary changes section by section or if we find that we will need more information to update the Plan we will then do a survey.  Spencer seconded the motion and it passed without objection. 

         The next meeting will be a planning meeting to go over the Master Plan. If anyone has questions about the plan or would like to give there input please come to the next meeting.

         The Treasurer report shows that we have $1826.38 in savings and $14.44 in checking for a total of $1840.82

        Scanning the Master Plan on to a CD at Kinkos cost $86.65. Todd spent $10.40 on postage to send out copies of the Plan and surveys to council members. It was proposed (Sarah), seconded (Susan), and passed to reimburse Todd. Todd has also paid the ACCT/neighborhood dues out of the funds.
          May 14, 9:00-3:00 at the county building there is an ACCT leadership training meeting.
    Clarification was made to some concerns from a neighbor to the Jeffs compound (John Clayton project). The proposed houses are single family dwellings, there will be no two story homes and once the plans are approved by the planning commission the plans can not be changed.
