a) Sheriffs Report – Clint Johnson – 453-2049
Sheriff’s statistic map was reviewed for Granite West District case reports.  2 simple assaults reported.  No significant increase in activity despite warmer weather, with exception of District 5.

c) Metro Water District Salt Lake – South – A discussion regarding the future site plans for the Little Cottonwood Water Treatment plant was lead by the MWDSLS.  Current capacity is 110 million gallons of water per day.  The future site plan calls for enlarged capabilities to expand capacity to 150 million gallons per day.  The master plan presented includes: earth tone building materials, subdued (down) lighting, access less restrictive with new jogging/bike trails and park, common access road with Qwest (adjacent business), etc.  It was moved, seconded, and unanimously approved to recommend approval of the plans to Sal Lake County.  However, it was pointed out that Qwest can be difficult to work with since facility decisions are made at the corporate offices in Seattle, and MWDSLS has not found an effective point of contact.  MWDSLS solicited help in finding a workable POC.
a) Despain Property - Considerable community interest continues in the purchase & development of the Despain property.  A California-based developer has verbally proposed developing the property into 1/3–1/2 acre usable lots, but no formal presentation has yet been made.  The possibility of Federal funding due to inclusion of part of the property on the eastside in the EPA’s Toxic Superfund was mentioned, but probability of near-term funding is uncertain.
