     Anthony Morris is asking for a zoning change in order to have enough land to build by putting two lots together, the council has no concerns or objects to this. 
      Lynn Woodbury wants to add a gazebo and trellis to his property, as to the fact that his property already exceeds the amount of area for accessory structures. Tod is going to do some research as to what actually defines an accessory structure. At this point in time, we don’t have any concerns with this being done.

        The treasurer’s report shows 1580.19 in savings and 253.98 in checking totaling 1834.17.

      Tod told us that Maryellen Pugley of the Big Cottonwood Canyon Organization is concerned about the way property taxes are assessed, especially for “second homes” and is working against to reform the way it is done.

     Tod also spoke with the Mayor about our rights as a township. The Mayor spoke with the DA and the DA says that how the law is written we have no protection as a township right now, we are still working on a way to get that protection for Granite. 
      The County Geologist has proposed naming the geological viewing area after GK Gilbert who was a geologist who studied the area. 

       There has also been a proposal to put in a multipurpose athletic field at Granite Park, which will basically be open grass fields. An off leash dog area is a possibility to be east of the field.

       It has come to the attention that there is another ARC facility that is possible opening up in Dimple Dell.

      We have started discussing the Master Plan and have found that there are many things that need to be changed. We will be asking the county for help in updating some information.
