1) Call to order (7:00PM) 

a) Welcome by Chair b) Pledge of Allegiance 2) First Business 

b) Welcome Mayor Corroon. The mayor reported on HB40 survey. A very favorable 25% response from residents to the survey. The survey results will be tabulated and available to residents in August. 

c) Michael Hansen gave the mayor a brief review of Granite's attempt to become a township, and how it was voted down by the County. Michael told mayor that Granite may attempt to gain township status again. 

c) Mayor Corroon gave an update on the Cal Richardson property. He let the council know that it was going to be a bigger process than originally thought and wanted to make sure all involved would be safe and that all agencies would be ready. 

d) Michael Hansen informed the mayor that district five has never been part of the census tract for the Granite area. He will get with Sheri Swenson's office and make sure that district five is added. 

3. Bev Uipi let the council know that the GCC budget was due by our August meeting and that if we had any special funding requests to let her know by that date. 

4. Capt. Torgerson was asked to provide a fire truck for the parade. He said he would be happy to attend and provide the truck. 

5. Sheriff Winder said that when Little Cottonwood road closes in the winter, traffic will be rerouted so as not to block residents from getting back to their homes. 

6. Dr. Randy Swenson gave an update on the 4th of July parade. Everything is going well. Granite elementary was not willing to sponsor the carnival that follows the parade, so it will continue to be held at the Stake Center.
7. As per Rob Alston's e-mail regarding any new development in unincorporated Salt Lake County, Sandy City wants to require developers to incorporate into Sandy in order to get water. A motion was made and seconded to approach Senator Niederhauser to propose legislation that would block this requirement.
