SLCo Mayor’s Office: no report

SLCo Sheriff’s Office: Detective Hugh Bennett, Cottonwood Heights and

Chief Robby Russo, Cottonwood Heights Police Department (CHPD

1) Call to Order 7:10 followed by the Pledge of Allegiance to the US flag

2) New Business   Chief Russo explained the new relationship between CHPD, the SLCo Sheriff’s Dept. and the Granite Community. Granite area responses were coming from the Sheriff’s office in Millcreek after CH incorporated in January. CH and SLCo created a CH “precinct” which includes Granite, Willow Creek and CH. There are now 26 patrol deputies available locally. Detective Deputy Hugh Bennett is replacing Deputy Gloria Miller as our Community Oriented Policing (C.O.P.) representative.

     Sheriffs report for May. There were several higher level reports, such as a larceny, 3 property damage calls and only one (1)! Suspicious activity. (go to the Sheriff’s link for details).  People need to be more aware of the things that are happening in their neighborhoods and calling the Sheriff’s non-emergency phone number, 743-7000.

3) County Business a) App # 21694 Granite Oaks rezone  e-mail exchange with S. Sanders was reviewed. The zone change was approved. A new application for subdivision (#22286) is now in process, Paul Doerr, Planner.  Ongoing.



b) App # 22474 to rezone a 3.5 A parcel at 9361 S, North Little Cottonwood Road from FR-20 to FR-2.5 to enable the construction of a single family residence. Council received no information about this, so voted (unanimous) to request a continuance. An SLCo Planning Commission discussion hearing is currently scheduled for July 12. 

4) Council Business:  A letter was circulated and discussed. The letter was from the Utah Neighborhoods President, Janet Geyser to Michael Jensen, Chairman of the SLCo Council, regarding and condemning a request from the SLCo’s assessor’s office to invoke a Court procedure to enable a team of County officials entry into a taxpayer’s home for the purpose of inspecting and photographing the interior of the home. The taxpayer had appealed his property tax to the Board of Equalization.  Call Tod for details.

Sandy City Public Works Dept. engineers have satisfactorily completed the Granite water tank EIS and are now conducting a geotechnical study which should be completed by the end of August.  More about that then.

Council members are concerned about drivers who stop at the “free right” turn at “The LaCaille sign” intersection. Tod will follow up with Det. Bennett to see if a warning sign would be warranted.

Master Plan:  

Traffic accidents at the intersection of 9800 S and Wasatch Blvd. are a serious problem. A study will be requested, but the problem is the same as at the Danish Rd. – Wasatch Blvd. intersection: two agencies have responsibility; Wasatch is SLCo, 9800 is UDOT.

Master Plan reviews will continue at the next meeting.

Other Council Business:

The treasurer’s report shows the County funding deposit of $880, with interest brings savings to $2468.61 and 253.98 in checking totaling $2722.59.

Minutes of the June meeting were approved as written.

Photos of the Tex Parker funeral procession have been posted to the Community Photos section of the website. New photos of the Granite 4th parade will be posted soon.

Susan will contact D. Batatian, SLCo geologist regarding the progress on the Viewing Area “Park” signs and dedication ceremony tentatively planned for mid-October in conjunction with the national Geological Society of America’s convention in SLC.
