a) Welcome by Chair

2) New Business 7:05 

a) Sheriffs Report – Det. Mark Burgess representing Det. Clint Johnson - 453-2049

Detective Burgess indicated that 6 vehicle burglaries were reported, all in District 5 - due to the warmer weather.  Recommend that all car valuables be kept locked & out of sight. Also reported were 1 domestic violence, 1 case of vandalism, 2 thefts, 1 burglary, and 2 drug offenses. 

Salt Lake County items:

1.a. Application 21696:  Clayton & Morse request to rezone the property at 3601 E. Little Cottonwood Canyon Road from R-1-15 to an R-1-10 PUD.  This application was essentially heard by the GCC before regarding the former Jeffs Compound. The council voted to deny the request in June to be consistent with the GCC Master Plan of 1/3 acre minimum rezoning.  The revised proposal to the development includes a 50-foot road with buffer/ 35-foot wide road.  The original plan called for 4 ‘flag lots’ characterized by narrow access road bordering on adjacent properties.  The developer claims that it will be similar to a Monte Lucca-type Planned Unit Development (PUD).  The development size is reportedly about 17 or18 units with a target price of $750K.  A motion was made by Doug Haymore to request tabling the proposal with Cottonwood Heights Planning; otherwise, recommend denial as inconsistent with master plan.  Motion passed unanimously on a verbal vote.

   b. Application 21686: This application was briefly reviewed last month by the GCC. Aaron Dean Anderson is requesting for rezone of property at 9635 S. 3100 E. from R-1-15 to R-1-10. Owner reports that Spencer Sanders at the County recommends the re-zoning for the rear ‘flag’ lot.  A quick review of the site plan indicated that the there should be enough square footage to meet the minimum requirements consistent with the GCC master plan if the boundary between the two were redrawn.  GCC recommended that the owner pursue this boundary redefinition approach and avoid the rezoning issue altogether.

2. Application 21689: Title 19 “Zoning Ordinances” change.  “To create a Home Business chapter.” Examples include piano lessons, tutoring, etc. Businesses not included are: Day Care, Pre-School, etc. Business hours will be restricted to 7 AM to 10 PM. GCC moved to table the action due to overlapping regulations.

1. EPA cleanup at former smelter site (District 5) has begun.

2. Water conservancy paper from Utah Rivers – The approach would tie property taxes to water conservation.

Financial burden of Granite July 4th Celebration. A discussion regarding potential GCC financial support for the celebration incurred by individuals such as Mel Martin was discussed.  Liability for the event has been a concern in the past.  Reimbursement for the required Mass Gathering Permit was specifically discussed.  Use of the LDS Church’s Granite View Stake Center property to host the event was a complicating factor in providing GCC funds to even partially support the event.
